1.Financial Resources limitation:

The resources available for documentation and interpretations will be limited and costs would
need to be sourced by UN-Habitat.

2.Consideration for Preparatory Time:

The timelines for preparations towards a third session of the Executive Board in 2020 would not
be realistic given the requirement of ten weeks for documentation timeline in inline with the Rules
of procedure and which does not include Secretariat preparation time.

3. A Substantive Provisional Agenda:

If the 2020 second session covers all items there will be no specific action required of the
Executive Board in a 2020 third session and perhaps just one substantive item on Financial
Status of UN-Habitat could be considered.
