2. These are partners accredited to ECOSOC or to the first session of
the UN-Habitat Assembly.

3. Upon registering online and verification of their accreditation, they
will receive access to participate in the session online.
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4f. Online Platform and Access to the Session.

1. The remote simultaneous interpretation platform to be used during the upcoming second

session of the Executive Board is “Interactio”. This is the same platform used during the
2020 and the 2021 sessions of the Board.

2. This being a hybrid session, delegates who will physically attend the session should bring
their personal laptop for use during the session to benefit from interpretation through the
interpretation platform.
