The Partner will support the establishment of sustainable housing supply chain enterprises, promote innovative and affordable housing finance solutions, facilitate engagement with county and national governments, and develop a practical stakeholder collaboration framework to support long-term housing sustainability. The entire process shall be documented to capture best practices, lessons learned, and opportunities for replication and scaling across Kenya.
